The 2009 Beach to Bay Relay Marathon will be run in memory of Matthew Ryan
Beveridge. Matthew succumbed to T-Cell Cancer at the age of twenty not before
leaving an indelible mark on the Corpus Christi Community.

2009 marked the very first time that a simultaneous Beach to Bay Relay Marathon
was ran in Tikrit, Iraq.
